To think of listen-
ing to the future of this great class made me think very seriously. I was to meet the great
future teller, Madame Ouija, at the Hub Hotel in ten minutes.

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COMMERCIAL DEPARTMENT

Commercial subjects do have, if properly taught, a disciplinary and real cultural

value. It is not only the students but our educators in general who especially need to be
educated up to the appreciation of this fact.

As we all know, it has been altogether too common in the past for the Commercial
Department to serve as a resting place for the lazy, indifferent type of student—for the
type who is disinclined to undergo any more effort than may be absolutely necessary.

There has been an intensive effort put forth in this department to change not only
the character but the reputation of these courses. These not only should be just as
“stff”” courses so that those students who are looking for “‘snap” courses will look else-
where, but should become known as such, when bookkeeping comes to require just as much
intensive work, just as much appreciation, and just as much time as is ordinarily required
by a student in any other subject, it will have just as great disciplinary value. There is
just as great disciplinary value in working out long involved problems in bookkeeping as
there is in commetting a verb conjugation.

We like students in this department who are able to apply themselves and who are
taking strong, substantial subjects in other courses. From these students we get much
better results. They are able to study consistently, have power to hold themselves to a
definite assigned task, are able to do continuous and consistent thinking. They are better
fitted to use materials at hand and meet situations where real brain work is required.

All the subjects in the school curriculum have passed through this same vague, in-
definite period—periods when they have had no real educational value. The commercial
field is comparatively new and we are constantly grop'ng our way toward the more exact
and substantial courses.
