Voters in Lincoln County School District
No. 1 opted to oust all incumbents and
defeat the $3.93 million school bond
issue Tuesday, Sept. 9.

Officials reported 1,229 votes against
the bond issue which called for a new
swimming pool. classroom additions,
and vocational center in Star Valley.
Three incumbent board members were
edged ouf. New members elected were
Larry Brog, Joseph ]. Buckley, and Sharron
Lee Ziegler.

The issue on the hair code surfaced again
this vear. It was given to the school
board, which was split in its voting. The
studentbody later was polled to get their
opinions on this issue. About 60% were

for doing away with it and 40% for keep-
ing it.
